The Company proposes, pursuant to Section 205.19 of the Physical
Agreement, to place Mr. John E. Anderson into the position of System Operator
No. 1, Provisional, in the Concord office of East Bay Region, effective
January 19, 1986.

Mr. Anderson was hired on April 19, 1961. On November 27, 1984 he
sustained an industrial injury to his back. Mr. Anderson was placed on the
Rehabilitation Payroll on July 17, 1985 as a System Operator No. 2, Provisional,
in order to train him and evaluate his suitability for this type of work. His
performance has been satisfactory thus far.

Mr. Anderson was precluded from very heavy work by his physician on
September 18, 1985 but has been released for System Operator work. Therefore, the
Company proposes to place him in this position in Concord. Company also determined
that Mr. Anderson should be paid at the appropriate wage step of the higher-paid

classification, which is $748.75 per wéek.

This proposal has been discussed with Mr. Art Murray, Union Business
Representative.
