Dear Mr. Dalzell:

Letter of Agreement 14-39, which established the GC Gas Line of Progression (LOP) for 'Inspection', noted the
importance of a highly trained inspection workforce to perform gas transmission pipeline and distribution facility
inspections. In recognition of this, the parties agreed to address updates to qualification and certification
requirements as needed. This commitment similarly applies to two lead inspector classifications created by Letter of
Agreement 18-04.

Company proposes to add American Petroleum Institute 1169 (hereafter API 1169) and NACE International
Institute Coating Inspector Program Level 2 (hereafter NACE CIP 2) as requirements to the classifications within
the GC Gas LOP for 'Inspection'.

The API 1169 and NACE CIP 2 certifications shall be required as noted for the classifications in the table below.
Additionally, any classifications regardless of the LOP, must hold the appropriate certifications to perform
inspections on transmission pipeline and distribution facilities.

Upon execution of this agreement, an hourly premium of three percent of the employee's straight-time rate
(rounded to the nearest full cent per hour) shall be applied to wages for time worked as follows:

1. All incumbent employees listed in Attachment 1 (hereafter "incumbents"), who remain in the Line of
Progression and who obtain and maintain the above listed qualifications as required by the classification.
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2. All employees who are outside of the GC Gas LOP for 'Inspection' but are assigned to support the
department full time and who obtain and maintain the above listed qualifications as required by the work
performed.

3. All future employees within the GC Gas LOP for 'Inspection,' who remain in the Line of Progression and
who obtain and maintain the above listed qualifications as required by the classification.

In the event that industry standard requirements are modified, the parties agree to meet to discuss transfer of the
premium to the new requirements.

Initial Implementation Phase - AP11169

1. All incumbents will be provided the opportunity, at Company cost, up to two attempts to obtain the API 1169
certification.

a. Such attempts shall be made within six months from the date of the execution of this Agreement
with reasonable flexibility allowed for first available AP1 1169 training and testing windows.

b. If the employee is unsuccessful after two attempts, further attempts at training or testing may be
made at the employee's own cost and time.

2. Incumbents who do not successfully meet the new certification requirement are precluded from further
progression within the LOP and from inspecting gas transmission pipeline until such time as requirements are
met.

Initial implementation Phase - NACE CiP 2

1. All incumbents will be provided the opportunity, at Company cost, up to two attempts to obtain the NACE CIP
2 certification.

a. These attempts shall be made within six months from the date of the execution of this Agreement
with reasonable flexibility allowed for first available NACE CIP 2 training and testing windows.

b. If the employee is unsuccessful after two attempts, further attempts at training or testing may be
made at the employee's own cost and time.

2. Incumbents who do not successfully meet the new certification requirement are precluded from further
progression within the LOP until such time as requirements are met.

Additional Staffing Notes

1. Upon execution of this Agreement and pursuant to Section 305.5, an employee shall not be eligible for
appointment to any classification within the GC Gas LOP for 'Inspection' via the Temporary/Permanent (T/P)
Upgrade process unless he/she possesses the required qualifications prior to the request for T/P Sheets on
file.

2. Upon execution of this Agreement and pursuant to Section 305.7, an employee shall not be eligible for award
of a bid to any classification within the GC Gas LOP and shall be required to possess the required
qualifications prior to control date of the vacancy.

3. In the event an employee other than an incumbent in the Gas GC Inspection LOP does not possess or
maintain the required qualifications, the employee will be required to attempt to qualify or requalify (as
applicable) during the first available opportunity for the missing qualification prior to being subject to the
provisions of Title 306.
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4. Issues that may arise from the implementation of this Agreement shall first be referred to the existing
Oversight Committee established in Letter of Agreement 14-39 for resolution.

This agreement has been discussed with Senior Assistant Business Manager Anthony Brown and Assistant
Business Manager Bryan Carroll.
